11.Do you believe that the Bible is the Word of God and so treat it as more than the
news paper or self-help manual?
12.Does God answer your prayers?
13.Do you get away with all sorts of sin or do you always seem to get caught?

17.Are you known as a loving person?
18.Do you give to the poor?
